General Pavilion Rules. Parks close at 11:00 pm each evening and all park visitors must vacate the 

premises by that time. The following are prohibited and may result in the City denying future 

reservation requests by the applicant or responsible party: 

1. Excessive noise 

2. Fireworks 

3. Fires except in barbeque grills 

4. Harm to wildlife 

5. Abandoned vehicles 

6. Dumping 

7. Vehicles off the pavement 

8. Destruction of vegetation 

Without consent of the City, no sound amplification permit shall be allowed in any pavilion or city park 

other than large events authorized by the city manager.  Parking is available in designated parking areas 

only.  Vehicles parked in unauthorized areas are subject to towing at the owner’s expense.
